The appliance must be installed in accordance with state and local codes. A standard electrical supply (115 V A
only, 60 Hz), properly groundedaccordance with the National Electrical Code and local ordinances is required.
Do not kink or pinch the power supply cord of appliance.

The fuse (or circuit breaker) size should be 15 amperes.

It is important for the appliance to be leveled in ordemtork properly.

Never allow children to operate, play with or crawl inside the appliance. Child entrapment and suffocation are
not just problems of the past, junked or abandoned appliances are still dangerous. When no longer using your
old appliance, ta& off the door and leave the shelves in place so that children may not climb inside easily.

Do not use solverbased cleansers or abrasives on the interior as they may damage or discolor the interior.
Because of potential safety hazards under certain @, it is strongly recommended that you do not use an
extension cord with this appliance. However, if you must use an extension cord, it is absolutely necessary that i
be a UL/CUListed, 3wire grounding type appliance extension cord having a growgqntlipe plug and outlet and

that the electrical rating of the cord be 115 volts and at least 10 amperes.

If the appliance is going to be used in an area that is prone to power surges/outages, it is suggested that you us
a power surge protectorThe surgerotector that you select must have a surge block high enough to protect

The cord should be secured behitnd appliance and not left exposed or dangling to prevent accidental injury.

not use a cord with cracks or abrasion damage along its length or at either end. When moving the appliance, be
careful not to damage the power cord.

1 To remove the pallet, use a screwdriver to i@re the screws from the-hracket connecting the unit to the
pallet. Unscrew all base rail anchor brackets and place the pallet to the side. Then, carefully upright the unit.

TheKegco Kegeratas able to maintain the proper dispensing temperature for beer, provided it is installed dgrirec
the proper environment Avoid opening and closing the door of the kegerator too often to ensure a consistent
temperature inside the unit. Beer is dispensed best between 328A-(1°C- 3.3°C) If it is kept below or above that
range, you may experience foam issues.

To set the desired temperature, preS&Tor 1 second or until the value starts to flash,
then adjust the value using tHéPor DOWNbutton. PressSETagain to confirm the new
value. For rapid cooldown of warm kegs, you can set a continuous cycle by holdung tt
and DOWNbuttons together for more than 3 seconds.

Care and Maintenance

Cleaning your kegerator

1 Turn of the power, unplug the appliance, and remove ahit including the dispense kit

1 Wash the inside surfaces with warm water and baking soda solution. The solution should be about 2
tablespoons of baking soda to a quart of water.

1 Wring excess water out diie sponge or cloth when cleaning area of the controls, or any electrical parts.

1 Wash the outside cabinet with warm water andlariquid detergent. Rinsand wipe dry with a clean soft cloth.

1 Do not use steel wool asteel brush caustic soap, abras cleaners or bleaabn the stainless steel. These will
damage the stainless steel contaminate the stainless steel with steel particles and rusting may occur.

1 Wash door gaskets on a regular basis, preferably weekly. Simply remove the door gaskkéeficme of the
door, soak in warm water and soap for 30 minutes, dry with a soft cloth, and replace.

1 Check door gaskets for a proper seal after they are replaced.

1 Periodically remove the shelves and pilasters from the unit and clean them with mild sdapeam water. To
remove the pilasters, first remove the shelves and shelf brackets. Then, simply lift the pilaster up and out.

1 Itis recommended to clean the uribmpletely inside and owtealy to maximize the longevity of theroduct

Cleaning theeondenser coil:

91 For efficient operation, it is important that the condenser surface be kept free of dust, dirt, and lint. We
recommend clearing the condenser coil and fins at least once per month.
Turn off the power and unplug the appliance.
Clean with aommercial condenser coil cleaner, available from any kitchen equipment retailer. Brush the
condenser fins from top to bottom, not side to side.
9 After cleaning, straighten any bent condenser fins with a fin comb.
